We are immensely grateful for your prayers, especially since the beginning of this semester. New start, new lives were touched by the message 

of salvation. We (Suzana & Sime) had the privilege from our Father God to share the gospel with more then 33 different religious bacground 

people.  (Jews, Muslim & Orthodox) 

Our big September outreach event this year went really well, praise God for that. Main focus were the freshmen and strategy was to share a 

small booklet called ñAdvice for Studentsò and to receive their contact information from the short questionnaire attached to the booklet. 

In only one day we passed out 1050 booklets and we receive 477 contacts! 

So this past month and a half weôve been following up those contacts and have been setting up evangelistic meetings. Lots of new lives are 

touched with the message of salvation. Many of them profess faith and accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior. 

These are the names of some of the student that are open to learn about God and to grow: Anastasia, Jacqueline, Theodora, Vasilika,    

Nicholas, Jordan, Andrianaé Pray to God to protect these students from the lies and temptations of the evil one. And for us to have the wis-

dom to know how to encourage them to grow in their faith. 

Our plan for growth in the new believers includes 5 basic growth concepts, discipleship with a mentor, Bible study group and connection with 

the local churches. Pray for Godôs blessing over all these steps. 

God has already raised a bible study group of 7 committed students: Philip,( who is also leading the Bible study with the help of one staff )  

Nikolche, Theodora, Antonio, Stefan, Ljupka and Andriana.

From Suzana & Sime  



The Albanian team has been working in Macedonia among the Albanian students in Skopje for more than 6 years. Right 

now there are 5 staff on this team. One married couple, Sedat and Fiqe, and three singles, Genti (the team leader), Juli, 

and Bela. All of them are from Albanian, except for Sedat. He is from Kosovo. 

They all came to live in Skopje, Macedonia because we want to reach the Albanian students in Macedonia (around 25% of 

the population are Albanians). Almost all of the Albanians in Macedonia are Muslims, most of them traditional, but still 

they are practicing Muslims. Their religion is very important to them because itôs tightly connected to their national iden-

tity. Most of the Macedonians in Macedonia are Eastern Orthodox and there has always been ethical tensions between the 

two groups. 

It has been hard to share the gospel among the Albanians. They know that if they accept Christ they will be cast out of 

their home and society. Socially they are very connected, and that is probably the most important thing for themðnot 

to be rejected by their own and not to cause pain and suffering to their close ones. 

Our Albanian team is very committed to meeting students and sharing the gospel but until now we havenôt seen someone 

come to faith. This has been discouraging to all of us but especially to the Albanian team. The encouraging thing is that 

gathering students is not an issue (as you can see on the photo). Every Wednesday they organize their weekly meetings 

where they have different topics to explore and discuss. They donôt share the gospel in this setting but seek for one- on-

one opportunities. They organize English clubs (also well attended) where they meet students who come to learn English 

twice a week. From their experience in the past theyôve seen that if they share the gospel with the students right away 

they donôt get to see them another time. 

The former Albanian team leader (3 year ago) got beat up pretty bad by some Albanian guys. He couldnôt see who they 

were. Please pray that Albanian students will start experiencing Godôs love and forgiveness in a mighty way and that soon 

we will see the first Albanian student in Macedonia come to faith. Pray that we use the right strategies and tools to find 

the spiritually open students and that weôll know, through Godôs wisdom, the right time, words, and setting to share the 

gospel with them.
